Fundraising Tips
Who to ask:

A good thing to remember is that people give money to people, they don't give money to causes. Or another way to say it is that- they will give money to you, because they trust your judgment, because you support the cause and because you asked. Very rarely do people, out of the blue, decide to support an organization to which they have no personal connection.
· Set a goal and stay focused. Set a challenging but achievable goal for yourself and stick to it. You will be amazed at how great you feel when you reach it!
· See if your employer offers any programs that will make a donation, like a “matching gift” program. 

· Approach locally owned businesses in your neighborhood.

· Speak or write a letter to the owner of the business

· Be prepared to answer questions about why you want the business to donate to Patrick Henry School of Science and Arts
· Hit up your doctors, dentists, chiropractors, therapists, insurance agents, massage therapists, yoga instructors, veterinarians, hair stylists, etc. You've given them enough money, now it's their turn! 


· Check with Community groups for donations.

· Kiwanis Club, Rotary, Lions, church/temple groups, and many more!

· Hold Sales / Special Events to raise money.

· Bake Sales, Garage Sales, Car Wash, etc
· Hold a dinner party with a special theme for 10 of your friends. Donation: $50 a head. Spend no more than $20 a head on food and you'll have over $300 in pledges! 
· Offer people the opportunity to donate funds through their written RSVP in response to the invitation (whether or not they can attend the event) and at the event. 
· The event does not have to be a dinner or a brunch; it can be a wine-tasting, chocolate tasting, tea party, pool party, etc. 
· Create a webpage to start raising money today. Walkers can create a personalized fundraising webpage through FirstGiving.Com. Be creative, upload pictures, and make it yours.  
· Email a personal appeal to all your friends, family and co-workers telling them why you walk.
